The Kansas Preservation Alliance, Inc. is the statewide non-profit preservation organization. Each year 
KPA announces a list of endangered historic properties nominated by individuals from across the state. 
Listing brings attention and recognition, raises awareness, and may bring creative ways to save these 
historic properties and sites. 

Chouteau Trading Post, Station, and Post Office SiteςShawnee, Johnson County, KS
Located at the mouth of the Kaw River, this historic site in Johnson County, Kansas, was home to the 
first trading post, train station stop, and post office for the former Monticello Township (now Shawnee). 
Established in 1828 by Frederick Chouteau, the site first served as a fur trading post and ferry stop along 
the Kaw River. When railroad travel became popular in thelate 1800s, Chouteau Station provided a stop 
for mail service, shipment, and passenger service for Monticello Township on the Kansas City, Topeka, 
and Western Railroad.

The Monticello Historical Society is working to place an interpretive sign at the site to remind residents 
of the rich history of the site.
